Amendments to the Tamil Nadu Co-operative Societies Rules, 1988.

No. SRO A-4/2010.—In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-sections (1), (2) and (3) of Section 180 of the
Tamil Nadu Co-operative Societies Act, 1983 (Tamil Nadu Act 30 of 1983), the Governor of Tamil Nadu hereby makes
the following amendments to the Tamil Nadu Co-operative Societies Rules, 1988:—

AMENDMENTS

In the said Rules in rule 149, in sub-rule (1)-1. in the first proviso, for the expression. “Provided that” the expression,
“Provided that in the case of the post, other than  the post of manager, superintendent and above.” shall be substituted;

2. after the first proviso, the following proviso shall be inserted, namely:—

“Provided further that no person shall be eligible for appointment to the post of manager, superintendent and above
by promotion, unless he has completed atleast one year of satisfactory service in the category of post in which he is working
and not less than six years of satisfactory service in the category of post in whcih he is working and the feeder category
of post to which he is working combined together”.,

3. in the existing proviso, after the first proviso and the second proviso so inserted, for the expression “Provided further
that”, the expression “Provided also that” shall be substituted.
